Those of us, who work in the profession of law enforcement, and
witness on a daily basis the heartbreak and loss caused by crime, are appreciative of any
decreases.

With this said, there is no single cause for crime, just as there is no one single
solution. The criminal justice community and particularly law enforcement, the
legislature, the courts and the comsunity are all key players in this continuing battle, If
Nevada is to become a safer place; we must al! contribute to the effort. Without the
suppor of law-abiding citizens, criminal justice avtherities cannot possibly hope to

control the rate of criminal activity.

The Unifgrm Crime Reporling (UCR) Program is a nationwlde cooperative effort of over 18 600 city, county and state |aw
enforcement agencies valunlarily reparting data on crime. The manthly contributions 1o Nevada's current prograrm, with
36 local law enforcement and fire response agencies reporting full-lime, represents a solid effort in astablishing an
effective statewide criminal justice information system (CJIS). We invile remaining non-participating local law enforce-
ment and fire respense agencies 1o join iheir peers in this effon and panicipate in Whis important program.

Ideally, LUCR data will evanlually merge with thal of the other major components of the criminal justice system (e,
prosscutors, courts, comactions) 10 form an integraled system for ihe exchange of vilal management infermation. The
availability of such data will enhance law enfercement’s proactive response to orime and juslice in Nevada, The Mevada
Highway Pairsl has administered 1he UCR Program as a stalewids, standardized method of callerting statislics on
crime as il s reported 10 law anfarcement. The UCR Section also produces a reliable set of crimingl statistics for usa in
taw enforezment administration, oparation and managemenl. Additinnally, Mevada's statistics are forwarded monthly to
the Federsl Bureau af Investigalion for inglusion in its annual report, "Crime in the Unided States "

Owverihe years, we hope UCR data will be used as a leading social indicalor. Wilh this annual repon, Nevada's citizens
can look to LCR as the primary information source on Lhe nature and extent of crime in Nevada. Criminolagists, sociolo-
gists, legislators, stale and local planners. the media and academicians can yse the statistics for wide and varied
research, planning and olher applications.

NATIONAL UCR REPORTING SYSTEM

During the 18205, the members of the Internalicnal Association of Chiefs of Police (IACPF) farmed the Committse on
Unifarm Crime Reporling with the intent lo develop a standardized system of police statistics. Afler much study of state
eAminal codes nalionwide and the methods of bookkeeping, the commitiee completed a repor plan which dentified
seven basic offense definitions and data requiremenis.

In January of 1930, 400 cities representing 20 million inhabitants in 43 stales began participating in 1he UCR Program,
In that same yaar, Congrass authorized the Atlorney General of the Uniled States to gather erime infarmation. He, in
tum, designated the FB| to sarva a5 the national clearinghouse for the collection of crime slatisllcs. Since that me the
FBI has continyed to serve as the coordinator for the LICR Program. (1 has singe grown to a system representing over

16,000 municipal, county and state law enforcement agencies voluntanly reporting data on crimes brought to ther
atlention.

The Nalional Shenfl's Assecialion established a Cornmitles on UCR in June of 1966, It serves jointly with the tACP UCR
Commillee in an atvisery capacily to encourage sheriffs threughout the country to participale in UCR.

In 1879, a congressional mandate made Arson the eighth Far | Index offense in the UCR program.
Farower §2 years, the UCR program remained vilually unchangsd in kerms of the number of elements and types of data

colected and disseminaled. By the 1980's # had become obvinus the nature of modern day law enforcement had
cutstripped the capabilities of Lhe UCR syslem, which was in need of & thorough evaluation.




NATIONAL UCR REPORTING SYSTEM
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Gormmencing in 1382, the FB| and the Bureau of Justice Statistles (BJS) began a joint venlure to formulate a phased-in
redesign affart intent upan meeting lhe neads of law snforcement into the 2151 century, Utilizing the senices of Abt
Associates of Cambnidges, Massachusetls, the jaind steering committee produced a draft repon entitled, "Blueprint for
the Fulure of the Unifonm Crime Reponing Program.”

Based on the recommendations of their 1885 report, the FBI and BJS procesdad to implement significant revisions to
the UCR System which included:

~The addition of significant new offenses

--Improved quality control

_Increased information on victims, offenders and arestees
--Expanded user sendices

The major revision was the change from summary-based to incident-based repoting fIBRY. Under 1BR, information on
gach offense, offender, victim, and arresiee is linked by a commen incident number.

Based on he success of a pilot project in South Carcling, the FE| released the final dala elements and offense specifi-
calions in July, 1988, Since thal ilme, a few stals pragrams have commenced stagsd-implementation of the enhanead
program, now known a5 the National Incident Based Reporling Systemn (NIBRE).

Oue to 1he increased reporting requirements of the new program, ihe FEY is encouraging 3 phased-in transilion where
law enforcement agencies will be able to adopl the new program as they acquire data processing capabilities. 1t s
anticipated What many states will be operating a dual collectian program, with some depafments reporting under SuMm-
mary-hased guidelines while others with automated records sysiems will make a quick transition.

In concert with national iniiiatives. Nevada bagan is UCR program to meet local agency submission capabilflies and
is maving toward the more complete and complex NIBRS Program only as local agencies can accommodate the
changes.

CRIME EACTORS

Stalistics gathered under the Unifarm Crime Reporting Program are submitted by the law enforcament agencks of
Nevada and represent a spectrum of cime on stalewide. county and municipal levels, Awareness of the presence of
unique variables is necessary if fair and equitable conclusions are 1o be drawn. These crime-infiuencing faclors are
present, 1o some degree, in every community and their presence affects, in varying degrees, the cime developments of
the community. Comparison of crime figures between communities should nel be made without first considaring indi-
vidual factors prasent in each community. Grime, as an outgrowlh of society. remains a social problem of grave concern
and 1he police are limited it their role as to its datection and suppression, As stated by 1he President's Commissicn an
Law Enforcement and Administration of Criminal Justice in their report, “The Challenge of Crime in & Free Saclety,”
{19687-Page 923,

“Buf the fact that the police deal daily with crime does nof mean thaf
thay have unlimited power (o prevent it, or reduce #, or deter it. The
pokice did not creafe and cannot resoive the social conditions thaf
stimulate crime. They did not start and cannot stop the convulsive
social changes thaf are taking place it America. "

"They oo nat enact the laws thal they are required o enforce, nor da
they dispose of the criminals they arrest, The police are only one part
of the criminal jusiice system; the government is only ene part af
sociaty. insofar as cime is @ social phenomencn, crire pravention is
the responsibility of every part of sociely. The crirninal (Focess is
limited to case by case operations, one criminal ar one oime at a

The primary gaal of ihis program is to ientify crime and related problems. Slatistics in this publication should net be
used 1o measure or evaluate workloads and results of individual contributing deparmems. While mast police agencies
are colleciively wviewed as crime-fighting units, considerable independent research shows only a small parion of 1he
workload of many depaimenis is spent fighting cima. Because of other assigned dulies, he pecubar cyele of crime
and clearances, and different community factors 1hal normally affect cime statistics, no conclusions regarding indi-
vidual deparimends should be made without consulting directly with the agency baing analyzed.

Crime rates in this publication are based on the residen] papulation of the stale and its subdivisions as established and
publisned by the Nevads Department of Taxation and Neyada Stale Demographer. Pepulation estimalas ame revised
annually, Seasonal populaiion figures are too inaccyrate and fluctuzte tog rapidly to be used in determination of crime
rates. Most Nevada communities experience rather wide seascnal populalion Auctuations due Lo the nature of the
stale's major industry - gamingHourism. Accordingly, achual crime rales par thousand reported here may appear higher
than might be expected for a community of comparable size without substantial Auctuations. This shawld not deter
police administrators from using the data for planning and admiristrative purpeses. Local seasonal popllalion dala is
available which can be utilized for further slatistical refinements.

Additionally, readers are caulioned not to make direct comparisons between crime rates repoted for Nevada comimu-

nities ard those of communilies of similar size in other states wilhoul first carefully analyzing and applylng lacal modify-
ing faciors.

POTENTIAL USES of UCR DATA

The Mevada program is unique among simifar state programs as it is dedicated to doing more than just gathering
stallstics. The program is dedicated to providing statislical support services to its contributors and in producing a variely
of repans, or crime profiies, on an as-needed hasis, These crime profiles wil| set the stage for extensive use of the data
by police administrators and olher criminal justice agencies.

FPersons reading this report may question, “How good are Uniform Crime Reponts and how may they be used?"  Initial
responses which come {4 mind may be limited, tul 85 Lhe information s examined more closely, many and vared uses
are discovered, Foremast is keeping the public informed as o the volume and nature of crime, Lhat they may judge and
acl accordingly. I acluality, UER is a mulli-faceted vehicle of many uses. Here are a few, but by no means all, as lhay
relate to different groups and agencies.

These are a few possible uses, undoubtedly many more exist, The larger the UCR data base becomes, the clearer its
value will become, Since effective problermn solving begins with preblem identification, UCR will continue to be meaaning-
ful for years to come.

Nevada UCR belizves the dala provided here can serve as a catalysl for some departments to establish modem record
systems far the first lime. Wilh other agencies it may spur emplacemenl of needed system upgrades. This will enable
administralors at the chief and sheriff levels 10 be able 1o take a renewsd ook al their depariments, polentially effecting
beneficial internal operational changes. An awareness by subordinate personnel that their reports and armest informa-
tion are being used, nol jusl filed away, will result in betler and more comprehensive reparing. Finally, 1he periadic
release of cime information 1o the general public will keep the crima problem in its proper perspective.

The UCR $Section, 1o maintain dala quality and uniformity, fumnishes to the contritating agencies
conlinuous Lraining and instruction in Uniform Crime Reporting procedures,  All comdribulars are akso given data
submissinn guidelines, repor forms and a Slate of Nevada UCK Guide which outiines, in detsil, procedures o score
and chassify offenses. The guide illustrates and discusses the monthly and annual repart forms and provides a
P.0.5.T. cedified lesson plan covering the eighl crime index categones,

A centraiized record system is vilal to the sound operation of any law enforcemant agency. [Lis an eszential element
for crime reparting. Tralned UCR personnet at the state level assist contributors in following established reporting

In 1924, the President of the United Siates
signed into law the "Hate Crime Stallstics Act of 1990". The dala identifies crimes ihal mandest evidence of prejudice
based on race, religion, saxual orentation. ethnicty and physical or mental disahillties.

REPORTING PROCEDURE

Whenever complaints of crime arg deterrnined Lhrough investigation to be unfaunded or false, Ihey are subtracled from
the actual cound. The number of “actual offenses known” in these crime calegories is reported Lo the Nevada UCR Unit
whether or nol anyone is amested for the orime: the stolen property is recovered. proseculion is undertaken; or any
other restriclive conskderation is in effect.

HIERARCHY RULE

The exparienca of law enforcement agencies handling UCR dala shows that, for the most pad, offenses of law ocour
singly as npposed to many being committed simultanecusly. In these single-offense situations, it must be decided
whether the crime was one of the index offerses, and i 50, it is seored accordingly. However, if several offenses are
commitied at the same tirme by a person or 8 group of persons, 2 different approach must be used in classifying and
scoring. As a general rule, a multipla-offense situalion requires classification of each of ihe offenses. and identification
of those which are Paf | erimes. The Part | offenses involved must then be [ocaled within their ranked list, which goes
from most to least pricrity {this fist is provided starting on page 221). The offense which is highest on the lisl is soored.
The other offenses invalved in the incident are ignored. The Hierarchy Rule, which requires counting only the highest
offense on Lhe list and ignaring all others, applies only 10 crime reponing and does not affect the numbear of charges for
which the defendanl may be prosecuted in the courts.

VERIFICATION PROCEDURE

Dala unilormity and accuracy is of primary concern under this program With coverage of approximately 38 reporling
jurisdictions wilhin the Siate of Mevada, the problems with aftaining uniformiy are apparant. Issuance of instreclions
and training of persannal within contributing agencies does nod complets the role of the UCR Section. 1L is standand
gperating procedure 10 examine each incoming report for mathematical sccuracy and compleleness, and perhaps of
even grealer imporlance, for reasonabizness as a possible indication of error.

Clearance factors, recovery Tates and olher elaments are scrutinized and changes ara suggested Lo Lhe contributars
where needed. In 1he instance of minor mathematical comections, the contributing agency is ether contacted by phhe
or in-person visilations are made by qualified UCR program persennel.

The possibility of report duplicalion requires constant verification through internal consistency checks. §f duplication is
suspected, the contribuling agency is immediately contarded and the matter is resolved in accordance with guidelines.
tonlinual analysis of reporls is mainlainerd to assist conlribulors when needed and to maintan Lhe quality necessary or
2 factual and succassful program, 1n addition. guality assurance staff visit contributars ta caoparatively assist in neces-
sary revisions of records and reporting methods.

Reqardless of ihe exent of the quality control process employed by the Uniform Crime Reporling Sechan. the acouracy
of the dala assembled under this program depends on the sincere affor exered Dy each contributor to meet the
necessary stangards of reporing. We are especially grateful to the UCR suppon staff in each contributing agency for
their diligence and persistence, and Lheir constant attentian to reparting policies and procedures.

STATEMENT OF POLICY FOR RELEASE OF UCR STATISTICAL INFORMATION

The foliawing policies provide guidance concerming the release of LUCR statistical information. All information to be
raleased is approved by senior staff prier to being released.

1. Nevada UGR will publish annual and monthly reporis, reflecting crime in the stale. These reporls
will bo distritiued witheul charge to the governor, members of the legislalure, the aliomey generdl,
|aw anforcement agencies and any agency or committee dedicatad to law enfarcement or
erminal justice work, .

2 Published reports wili be released 1o the above named enities prior to being refeased 10
individuals ar agencies extranecus to the eriminal justice cormmbnity.

z. UCR stalistical information canceming any individual agency will not be released to any entity or
agency, if the information has not previeusly bean pubtished , witheuwl the written consent of the
chief administrator of that agency. The Uniform Crime Reporting Seclion will maintain, for cne
year, @ copy of the infarmation released along with ihe request and 1he authorily of release.

A Infarmation contained in the published arnual report may be released via telephone, letter, etc.,
to any Interested party.

B. Al requests for unpublished information shauld be directed by letler to the Program
Supervisor, UCR Seclion. These special requests will be nonored only with the written
consent of the agency whose statistics are requested.

C.  Law enfercement agencies may receive Imarim, unpublished, gpeciallzed reports germana 1o
their agency upon requesl.




PROFILE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA

This prafila 15 presamtad 1o provide some general knowledge and facts about the State of Nevads. The
information might assist users of this publication In undarstanding the environment in which reported crime
incidance and arrast odata occurred.

NEVADA FACTS AND FIGURES

—HMevaga is 1ha sevanth largest slate in the Unided Slates, covering 110,540 sguare miles. The state’s long western
harder is shared with Caiifornia, lhe maost populous stale in Lhe union. On #'s nerthem and easlern borders are Lhe
slates of Qregan, idaho, Utah and Arizona. The state's longest disiance from 1he nnrthwesi comer ta 1ha southem tip
is approximately 800 miles. At the widest point il s nearly 350 miles.

—~-Mevada consisls of seventeen counties, ranging in size fram 144 square mikes for the stale capitel of Carson City
10 over 18,000 square miles for Nye County, one of Lhe targesl coundles In the Uniled Siates,

—~The gecgraphy of the state consisis of rugged desed and moundain terrain, with the highest mountain peak
{Boundary Peak in Esmerakda County) having an elevation of 12,146 feet above sea level and the lowest point on the
Colorado River hawing an elevation of 490 fest.

—Mevada has a four-season climate, with wide vanalions between its narthem and =outhem Iatiludes, Low tempera-
tures in the north can g well Below zera In the winter months, while high temperatures in the south can climbk well
over one hurdred in the summer (degrees fahrenheit). i is the most arid state in the country, receiving an annua|
average of less 1han ten inches of precipitalion.

--Of Mevads's tolal land area, B5 3% is controlled by the federal govemnment, slate and local governmeants conteol
A% and 1.8% falls under the jurisdiction of 22 American Indian reservalions. Very large areas have been reserved by
the Linited Stales milttary, which has a significant prasenca,

—Meyada's population increased by owver 54% between 1280 and 1930 (from 500,508 to 1,236 130), and by 30%
from 1990 to 1998 (1,236,130 to 1,855, 720). The slate has expenenced the fastest rate of growlh in Lhe nation far the
pasl several years. Due to these tremendous long-tenm increases, several communities have been hard-pressed to
provide necessary ifrastruciures. This trend is expected o continue, although pessibly at a shighlly lower rate.
Despite this growth, Nevada remains one of the most sparsely populated stales, with about 17 people per squara
mile. Fully 84% of the state's 1otal population is kcated in the counties of Clark (1,255,200 and \Washoe (311,350,

---The Mevada Slate Demographsr-University of Mevada, Rene, astimated the follewing population composition for
Nevada in 1998: While, 87 4% (includss Hispanic, 12.9%}; Afcan Amenicans, 7.5%; Asian and Pacific |slanders,
3.3%: Mative Amencan Indians, 1.8%; Youth under age 19, 28.7%; Elderly aged 55 and over, 21.3%,

-—Tourism and gaming are the stala's largest industries. The gaming industry generated monthly average taxable
reverues of 3649 2 million in 1988 Owvar 42 millign persens visited in 1998, Of concem to Newvada is the rapid spread
of gaming 10 other slates and Indian reservations. The Las Yegas area has responded by axpanding and building
huge "destinatich” or "theme” resarts, calering to a breadar spectrum of interests.

-4 subsiantial ongoing effort has been successiully undertaken to diversify Nevada's economy. Hundreds of out-of
stale firms have relocated to Nevada and thousands of new busingsses have opened.

—Mevada is the lzamgesl gold producer in Lhe Unlled States and ranks In the top ten in the warkd. The bulk of this
mining bpom has sccurred within the past len years and has orimariky taken place in the rural northem part of the
slate. One third of Nevada's rural counties hawve expenenced annual growth rates of 30% or more durlng this period.
